Elizabeth Anne “Libby” White Edwards, 81, passed away peacefully on Thursday, March
9, 2023. 

 

She was born on February 13, 1942, in New Castle, Indiana to Robert E. “Bob” White and
Sarah Elizabeth “Betty” McGuff White. 

 

Libby was a lifelong resident of New Castle and also enjoyed many summers at Lake
Wawasee in northern Indiana. She was a parishioner at St. Anne’s Catholic Church where
she attended St. Anne’s Parish School. She graduated in 1960 from New Castle Chrysler
High School and went on to earn a degree as a Radiology Technician from Ball State
University. Later in life, she worked as a program coordinator for the Indiana Department
of Workforce Development.
